Classroom Procedures

REQUIRED MATERIALS. Bring the following materials to class each day:

· two sharpened pencils

· Sketchbooks 

· pencil pouch with sharpener

ENTERING THE CLASSROOM . We enter the classroom in a calm, quiet manner. Sharpen your pencil if necessary and take a seat. Remember: Once the door is closed, you must be in your seat and working. (That means having the necessary materials out on your desk.)

SKETCHBOOK . This is an important tool. Bring it to class with you every single day. Your sketchbook grade is 25%
ATTENTION SIGNAL. I will raise my hand and I will say, "Give me five." Following this the entire class should be completely silent and still within 5 seconds.

ASKING QUESTIONS.LEAVING YOUR SEAT.GETTING HELP . Raise your hand and I will acknowledge you.

CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR. Your responsibilities in this class are to: be on time, be prepared, be productive. All team members are expected to be polite and respectful to one another---and that includes the teacher. No student will be allowed to disrupt the learning of his or her classmates.

MAKEUP WORK. When you are absent you are expected to make up any work you missed. On the day you return, check the appropriate folder for any missed work.

END OF CLASS DISMISSAL. Two minutes before class ends, I will tell you to start getting packed up. We will straighten the room. Then, I will give you any last minute instructions and dismiss you.

TARDINESS. You are expected to be in your seat when I close the door. If you come in late and do not have a pass, quietly sign the tardy sheet at the front of the room. If you are late (unexcused) for more than 5 minutes, this is not a tardy. You are considered to be "out of area" and you will be given an automatic referral.

RESTROOM PASSES. You are expected to use the restroom before entering the classroom. No bathroom passes (or any passes) will be issued the first ten minutes of class or last ten minutes of classes. Passes will be issued on emergency basis. 

Middle School Art Syllabus
Course Description 

The Visual arts program offers students an overall view of various media and techniques through exploration in painting, drawing, printmaking, sculpture, and design. In addition to gaining knowledge and proficiency working with a variety of mediums, students will learn about the history, analysis, and interpretation of art. 

Goals of Visual Arts Education

Learning in art has four major components. The goals of art education is the development of:

· Art production- making art though a series and variety of activities

· Art criticism- responding to and making judgements about the properties and qualities that exist in visual forms

· Art history-acquiring knowledge about the contributions that artist and art make to culture and society

· Aesthetics-understanding the nature, meaning, and value of art

Guidelines for Success

· Be to class on time and your seat when the bell rings

· Listen to and follow directions- ask questions for clarification and understanding

· Respect others in the class by using appropriate language. Working quietly so as not to disrupt others, having appropriate conversations, being honest and accountable for your actions, and having a positive attitude. 

Consequences

Consequences for failing to follow these guidelines are consistent with the school-wide policy. Initially, a student will be given a verbal warning. For the second offense, I will be contacting the parent for further disciplinary actions. If the student continues to neglect compliance with the classroom guidelines, he/she will have a written referral regarding their behavior. 
Assessment Policy

The purpose of assessment is to improve teaching and learning and to measure a student’s progress. Evaluation of each student will be by the following methods:
Projects-50%
Tests and Quizzes-25%
Written assignments and sketches-25%
Assignments should be turned in at the required time to earn full credit. The due date is the time all work in class for the assignment will be stopped. Students will be given a grace period of one week to complete the assignment at home or make arrangements with the teacher to work in the classroom after school hours. After the first week, Late assignments will still be accepted but the grade will reduced 5% for each day that the assignment is late.
